DAY 3    SUNDAY, 20 APRIL - PARIS TO FLANDERS – visit Reims, 2 Div memorial, Mont St Quentin, & Flanders.

Vimy Ridge, Bullecourt, Slouch hat memorial, and more  
DAY 8    FRIDAY, 25 APRIL - ANZAC DAY – Dawn Service at Villers Bretonneux,Hamel, Lochnagar Mine Crater, 

Pozieres, 1 Div memorial, Windmill, and more 
DAY 9    SATURDAY, 26 APRIL – THE SOMME TO PARIS – visit the trenches at Newfoundland Memorial Park, 

Ulster Tower, Thiepval Memorial, Mouquet Farm, Adelaide Cemetery, then back to Paris for dinner on a  
Seine River cruise. 

DAY 10    SUNDAY, 27 APRIL - PARIS – an optional visit to Versailles, or free time to visit favourite museums, shop 
etc 

DAY 11   MONDAY, 28 APRIL – PARIS TO NORMANDY – visit the historic railway carriage at Compiegne, Bayeux 
and its Tapestry Museum, and explore the town. 

DAY 12    TUESDAY, 29 APRIL - NORMANDY – visit the Mulberry Harbour, D-Day Museum, Arromanches Beach, 
Colleville-sur-Mer, Omaha Beach, la Pointe du Hoc, Utah Beach, St Mere Eglise, 82nd & 101st Museums. 

DAY 13    WEDNESDAY, 30 APRIL - NORMANDY – visit Merville Battery, Pegasus Bridge, Le Grande Bunker, Caen 
Canal, Sword, Juno and Gold Beaches, 4th Commando Museum, and more. 

DAY 14    THURSDAY, 1 MAY – NORMANDY TO PARIS – visit Monet’s House & Gardens at Giverney. 
DAY 15    FRIDAY, 2 MAY – DEPART PARIS – unless you’re joining us on the London Tour (please see next page)

Westminister Abbey, Churchill’s Cabinet War Rooms, St Pauls Cathedral and Lords Cricket Ground. 
DAY 3    SUNDAY, 4 MAY – LONDON – visit the Australian War Memorial at Hyde Park, view Buckingham Palace, 

The mall, Trafalgar Square, the RAFs St Clements Dane Church, then Greenwich, the Royal Observatory 
(home of Greenwich Mean Time) and the National Maritime Museum with James Cook Gallery.
